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Institute Conference Highlights
Health Effects of Tobacco Use

Experts Discuss Biomarkers, Toxicity, Cancer Development

A group of 50 national and interna-
tional experts on smoking and health
gathered in St. Louis in February for a
two-day conference to discuss and share
the latest research on the effects of
smoking and health. Hosted by the
Institute For Science And Health as its
2005 U.S. Research Forum, “Biemarkers
of Harm, Tobacco Toxicity and Emerg-
ing Cancer
Patterns and
Etiology,” was
held at the
Renaissance
Hotel on Febru-
ary 17-18.
Participants
engaged in open
dialogue and
shared informa-
tion on current
research n
Tobacco Science
and Health. Attendees included scien-
tists and leaders from academia, public
policy, public health, and industry.

Keynote speakers included: Dr.
Stephen Rennard of the University of
Nebraska Medical Center in Omaha;
Karam El-Bayoumy of the Penn State
University School of Medicine’s Cancer
Center; Leslie Butler of the University of
California in Davis; and Xifeng Wu from
the MD Anderson Cancer Center at the
University of Texas. Each presentation
highlighted various health aspects related

to tobacco toxicity, biomonitors of host
response, and cancer development and
epidemiology.

“One of the Institute’s main goals is
to promaote open dialogue and help to
develop collaborative efforts among
investigators and other interested
parties,” said Alan Willer, Senior Vice
President. Dr. Derek Dunn-Rankin of
the University of
California at
Irvine found the
conference
particularly
relevant to his
own research.
While listening
to the presenta-
¥ tions, he realized
there was more
to his study of
size-segregated
chemical compo-
sition of tobacco smoke than he had
originally thought. I assumed if you
redesigned the aerosol composition to
remove the danger content that would
be enough,” said Dr. Dunn-Rankin.
“After listening to the conference
presenters, | now realize that 1t’s not
only the cells that are impacted by these
compounds, but there are additional
questions about how these compounds
are metabolized and what downstream
influences these metabolites might

have.”
